Homeshare - coming to Shared Lives soon
Homeshare enables two people to share a home for mutual benefit. An older 
person with a room to spare can be carefully matched with someone who will 
provide an agreed amount of support in exchange for good quality, affordable 
accommodation.

Home from hospital support - coming to Shared Lives soon
For anyone needing extra support to transition from hospital back home.  
A Shared Lives carer provides support within their own home to help individuals 
rebuild independence and essential skills needed to return to living on their own.

Parent and child support - coming to Shared Lives soon
We are introducing pathways for our Shared Lives carers to support parent  and 
child placements.

Dementia support
Our carers can offer unpaid carers the break they deserve by offering support to 
enable people living with dementia to access the community safely. 

Mental health support
Our carers can support anyone who may be struggling. This may be to re-access 
the community, with support around employment or building confidence.

Self funding support
If you feel like you require support but are not eligible to receive this under the Care 
Act assessment, you can enquire about how you can access self funded support.
